Library / Media:

During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Learn the proper organization of a library including knowledge of the Dewey Decimal system.

· Learn how to properly care for library materials including the responsibility of borrowing and returning materials.

· Ask questions, listen to the ideas of others, and contribute information or ideas in group discussions. (ELA Standard 2)

· Learn the difference between fiction and nonfiction materials and the appropriate uses of each as well as the different genres of fiction materials. (ELA Standards 10, 12, 13)

· Learn how a text is organized, specifically; table of contents, index, glossary, bold print, and picture captions. (ELA Standard 8) 

· Practice giving brief oral presentations about a fiction selection they have read. (ELA Standard 3)

· Examine different types of rhyming poetry locating the rhyming words and the rhythm. (ELA Standard 14)

· Listen to a variety of myth and other traditional narratives (folktales, fairy tales), and learn about their country of origin. (ELA Standards 9, 16)

Technology:

Technology is introduced in the early grades as an exploratory concept and skill.  These skills that are introduced will develop in elementary grades and will be mastered in middle and high school.  During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:
Basic Operations

· Demonstrate beginning steps of using available hardware and applications, turning on the computer, launching a program, and using a pointing device such as a mouse.

· Identify that icons are symbols used to signify a command, file, or application.
· Identify, locate, and use letters, numbers, and special keys.
· Demonstrate the ability to use tools in an age-appropriate paint program.
Word Processing and Desktop Publishing

· Use age appropriate word processing to write, edit, insert, and size graphics.
Ethics, Classroom, Health and Safety

· Respect ownership of another's work.
· Abide by school rules for appropriate use of technology.
· Understand the leaning value between curriculum and technology.
· Respect the computer and equipment (headphones and mouse).

This brochure is designed to provide the Abby Kelley Foster families and community with an overview of the curriculum priorities by grade and by subject.

The complete K‑12 Curriculum Guide is available in each school.
Reading / Spelling:
During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Use and recognize onset and rime.
· Read grade-level texts with fluency, accuracy, and comprehension.
· Understand genre and author’s purpose.
· Use reading strategies: make connections, visualize, predict, ask questions, summarize, monitor, clarify, and adjust reading speed.
· Compare and contrast, identify cause and effect.
· Retell and identify story elements.
· Extend vocabulary, determine word meanings, and identify common antonyms, synonyms, homonyms, compound words, and contractions.
· Identify base words, prefixes, and suffixes.
· Identify various parts of speech (adjectives, nouns, verbs, and adverbs).
· Identify the title, author, and use table of contents in a text.
· Correctly spell grade-appropriate words using long and short vowel patterns.
· Break words into syllables.
· Identify regular beats and sound similarities in poetry.
· Identify sensory words.
· Speak articulately on a topic in front of a group.
· Retell or dramatize traditional literature.
· Identify elements of dialogue and use them in informal plays.
· Read and write all printed and cursive letters.
Physical Education:

During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Take personal responsibility for his or her actions in a social setting

· Identify and discover ways in which his or her body can move through various games and activities.

· Apply movement concepts and gross motor skills in sequential steps and patterns.

· Understand the importance of cooperation and teamwork in various learning experiences.

· Identify being an active participant in small group tasks.

· Demonstrate responsible personal and social conduct with small group tasks.

· Develop an appreciation for exercise, the human body, and its relation to one’s health and physical well-being.

· Comprehend basic terminology used in fitness related activities.

· Perform basic movement skills with control of his or her body, and coordination of the left and right side of the body.

Math:

During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Know addition facts to 10 and add with regrouping (2- and 3‑digit numbers).
· Know subtraction facts to 10 and subtract with borrowing.
· Manipulate numbers up to 1,000 through comparing (place value).
· Tell time to the quarter hour.
· Sort collections by attributes.
· Identify and represent common fractions.
· Identify, estimate, and calculate the value of U.S. coins and bills.
· Identify days of the week, months, the date, etc.

· Identify common shapes, including polygons.
· Count by 2, 5, 10, 100, etc. (starting at any number).
· Describe and produce addition and subtraction number patterns and sentences.
· Understand and produce fact families.
· Measure using different units, including fractions of inches, and capacities.
· Collect and organize data to produce graphs, tables, and Venn Diagrams.
· Determining missing variables in simple number sentences.
Mythology:

During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Come to understand what it means to be responsible and how this is seen in numerous fairytales, legends, folktales, and fables.

· Continue to learn how to analyze theme through their readings of these literary genres.

· Explore the concept of honesty via investigating characteristics of fables, and discussing how these fables demonstrate the concept of honesty.

· Come to understand how to define and demonstrate fairness through readings of fables and other tales.

· Demonstrate their understanding of fables and their morals, and appreciate how lessons learned from these stories can affect learning experiences in life.

· Extensively study the numerous Cinderella stories from around the world.  This process will require students to incorporate language, reading, writing, and history to ensure a complete comprehension of the material being investigated.

· Gain a deeper insight into American legend and folktales, and understand how the American legend develops and continues across eras and generations.

Writing / Research:
During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Create a one paragraph essay in response to a prompt that includes a topic sentence, 3 details, 3 supports, and clincher.
· Write stories in chronological order.
· Write for a variety of purposes and a variety of audiences.
· Write a well organized, 8-sentence paragraph using the writing process (pre‑writing/planning, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing) and using graphic organizers.
· Organize writing ideas in a way that makes sense.
· Write or dictate short poems.
· Use punctuation and capitalization correctly.
· Generate questions and gather information from several sources in the classroom, school, or public library.
Music:

During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Perform independently maintaining accurate intonation, tempo, rhythmic accuracy, diction and posture.

· Perform in groups, blending instrumental timbres, matching dynamic levels and responding to the cues of the conductor.

· Respond through purposeful movement to selected prominent music characteristics or to specific music occurrences while singing or listening to music.

· Arrange short songs and instrumental pieces within teacher specified guidelines for melody and rhythm

· Sing basic popular songs independently while maintaining accurate intonation, clear diction and correct posture.

· Identify the necessary steps needed for a successful musical performance.

Visual Arts:

Art students in Second Grade become acquainted with a variety of materials and basic art concepts.  They also receive an introduction to Art History.  During the course of the year, the Second Grade student will:

· Recognize primary and secondary colors.
· Recognize warm and cool colors.
· Explore shape and line through drawing, painting and collage.
· Develop fine motor skills.
· Draw and paint from memory, observation, and imagination.
· Examine culture and history through artwork.
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
