Library / Media:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Learn the proper organization of a library including knowledge of the Dewey Decimal system.

· Learn how to properly care for library materials including the responsibility of borrowing and returning materials.

· Ask questions, listen to the ideas of others, and contribute information or ideas in group discussions. (ELA Standard 2)

· Learn the difference between fiction and nonfiction materials and the appropriate uses of each as well as the different genres of fiction materials. (ELA Standards 10, 12, 13)

· Learn how a text is organized, specifically; table of contents, index, glossary, bold print, picture captions, charts & graphs. (ELA Standard 8)

· Practice giving brief oral presentations about a fiction selection they have read. (ELA Standard 3)

· Examine different types of rhyming poetry locating the rhyming words and the rhythm, as well as write poems of their own. (ELA Standard 14)

· Learn how to read nonfiction materials and take notes for use in a Power Point presentation created in the computer lab. (ELA Standard 24)

· Listen to a variety of myth and other traditional narratives (folktales fairy tales) and learn about their country of origin. (ELA Standards 9, 16)

Physical Education:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Control his or her body with respect to other people and objects in a social environment.

· Perform coordinated movements in relation to time and space.

· Apply basic movement concepts such as direction, balance, coordination, level, pathway, force absorption and loco motor skills with moderate to high proficiency.

· Work together in small and large groups with focus on a task to achieve a common goal.

· Incorporate previous learning experiences of cooperation and collaboration to achieve a task through teambuilding activities.

· Comprehend the meaning of physical fitness and identify various ways to achieve wellness through physical activity.

· Demonstrate personal responsibility for his or her overall health by performing various fitness exercises independently.

· Utilize coordination of skilled movements in proper sequence and timing.

This brochure is designed to provide the Abby Kelley Foster families and community with an overview of the curriculum priorities by grade and by subject.

The complete K‑12 Curriculum Guide is available in each school.
Math:
During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Know multiplication facts through 10 x10 and related division facts, e.g., 9 x 8 = 72 and 72 ÷ 9 = 8.  Use these facts to solve related problems, e.g., 3 x 5 is related to 3 x 50.

· Demonstrate an understanding of the attributes length, area, and weight, and select the appropriate type of unit for measuring each attribute using both the U.S. Customary (English) and metric systems.

· Carry out simple unit conversions within a system of measurement, e.g., hours to minutes, cents to dollars, yards to feet or inches, etc.

· Identify and use appropriate metric and U.S. Customary (English) units and tools (e.g., ruler, scale, thermometer, clock) to estimate, measure, and solve problems involving length, area, weight, temperature, and time.

· Create, describe, extend, and explain symbolic (geometric) and numeric patterns, including multiplication patterns like 3, 30, 300, 3,000, etc.
· Compare and analyze attributes and other features (e.g., number of sides, faces, corners, right angles, diagonals, and symmetry) of two- and three-dimensional geometric shapes. 

· Accurately subtract whole numbers using the borrowing technique.

· Identify place values to 9,999.  

· Compute elapsed time (less than an hour).
· Add and subtract fractions with same denominator and fractions as part of a whole of a number line.
· Identify Math Vocabulary of parallel, perpendicular, and intersecting lines, and angles.
· Know the probability of two set combinations.
Reading:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Read at the 3rd Grade level at the beginning of the school year.
· Know the following genres; fiction, non-fiction, realistic fiction, and biography and apply strategies for own writing.
· Understand the parts of a book; table of content, glossary, and index.

· Orally summarize a story in order from beginning to end, stating one main event from beginning, middle, and end.

· Be able to identify the following elements of literature; characters, foreshadowing, sensory details, speaker point of view, plot, and setting of a story within larger text complexity (theme).
· Be able to answer short answer questions using complete sentences 

· Know the meaning of punctuation (period, question mark, exclamation point, commas, colons, and semicolons).
Writing:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Know the four basic parts of speech (noun, verb, adjective, and adverb).
· Know the components of a complete sentence (punctuation, capitalization, subject, predicate, and verb agreement).
· Know the format of a three paragraph essay (literary, summary, informational, and persuasive).
· Know and properly use the steps of the writing process (brainstorming, first draft, edit/revise with proper editing marks, and publish final copy).
· Know how to read, understand, and compose an open-response question and answer.
· Know synonyms, antonyms, homophones (spelled correctly), homographs, and word derivations (Greek and Latin).
· Write with legible print and cursive.
· Know the proper use of dictionary skills.
Technology:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

Basic Operations

· Demonstrate beginning steps of using available hardware and applications, log into a computer, connect/disconnect, open files.
· Use basic keyboarding skills, introducing home row.
· Use developmentally appropriate media/technology resources to support learning.
Productivity and Presentation

· Use the toolbar to change the font in a word document, insert and size documents.
· Create power point projects to support classroom work, using prior knowledge and skills to create a final project.
Research Tools

· Locate, evaluate and collect information from a variety of sources, with teacher assistance and supervision.
· Use basic technology to navigate the Internet.
Ethics, Classroom, Health and Safety

· Respect ownership of another's work.
· Abide by school rules for appropriate use of technology.
· Follow school rules for safe and ethical Internet use.
· Respect the computer and all the equipment (headphones and mouse).
Mythology:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Come to understand the purpose of mythology.
· Gain an understanding of the ancient Greek life and culture, and learn what characteristics and virtues were most important to the ancient Greeks, as reflected by their various heroes.
· Compare the two city-states Athens and Sparta, with an emphasis on Athena, the patron goddess of Athens.
· Discuss the Parthenon and the various architectural columns used in Greek architecture.
· Discuss and come to understand what makes a hero.
· Continue his/her investigation and study of ancient Greek mythology with a focus on the following heroes:  Perseus, Bellerophon, Heracles, Theseus, Odysseus, Jason & the Argonauts.
Music:

During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Compose and perform a simple piece of music, emphasizing key and time signature.

· Perform melodies in common and cut time on both the recorder and Orff instrument.

· Orally and visually identify pentatonic scales.

· Orally and visually identify 12 bar blues 

· Identify all common instruments and instrument families within the modern orchestra.

· Match vocal and instrumental pitch ranges between various instruments and voice groupings.

· Compare and contrast the recorder to other wind instruments within a modern orchestra.

· Perform basic western melodies and harmonies on the recorder individually and within small group settings.
Visual Arts:

Art students in Third Grade will begin to study more advanced art concepts, including composition, color theory, and beginning perspective. Art History and culture are studied in depth and students continue to develop critical thinking and proper use of art vocabulary.  During the course of the year, the Third Grade student will:

· Understand and use the elements and principles of art.
· Further explore the properties of color.
· Continue to develop manipulative skills using 3-D materials.
· Increase their art vocabulary.
· Discuss their own artwork and the artwork of others.
· Demonstrate proper care and use of art materials.
· Identify the artistic styles of noteworthy master artists.
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
