Library / Media:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Learn the proper organization of a library including knowledge of the Dewey Decimal system.

· Learn how to properly care for library materials including the responsibility of borrowing and returning materials.

· Ask questions, listen to the ideas of others, and contribute information or ideas in group discussions. (ELA Standard 2)

· Learn the difference between fiction and nonfiction materials and the appropriate uses of each as well as the different genres of fiction materials. (ELA Standards 10, 12, 13)

· Learn how a text is organized, specifically; table of contents, index, glossary, bold print, picture captions, charts, and graphs. (ELA Standard 8)

· Practice giving brief oral presentations about a fiction selection they have read. (ELA Standard 3)

· Examine different types of rhyming poetry locating the rhyming words and the rhythm, as well as write poems of their own. (ELA Standard 14)

· Learn how to read nonfiction materials and take notes for use in a Power Point presentation created in the computer lab. (ELA Standard 24)

· Listen to a variety of myth and other traditional narratives (folktales fairy tales) and learn about their country of origin. (ELA Standards 9, 16)

Physical Education:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Perform coordinated movement skills in relation to time and space.

· Apply basic movement concepts such as direction, balance, coordination, level, pathway, force absorption and loco motor skills with high proficiency.

· Utilize manipulative skills dynamically with objects used in various physical activities.

· Develop a sense of pride and unity with activities involving small and large group tasks and teamwork.

· Explain the importance of maintaining a physically active lifestyle and the effects it has on the health of the human body systems.

· Comprehend that fitness is for all ages, races, genders and ethnicities.

· Identify the different health related components of physical fitness.

· Apply creative movements to actions involving timing, rhythm and tempo.

· Demonstrate coordinated movements with and without objects in proper sequences and patterns.

This brochure is designed to provide the Abby Kelley Foster families and community with an overview of the curriculum priorities by grade and by subject.

The complete K‑12 Curriculum Guide is available in each school.
English Language Arts (ELA):
During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

Language:

· Know the four basic parts of speech (noun, verb, adjective, adverb).
· Master the use of verb tense agreement.
· Use standard English conventions including commas, quotation marks, apostrophes, correct sentence structure, grammar, and spelling.

· Use simple and compound sentences.

· Use context clues, root words, prefixes, and suffixes to determine meaning of unfamiliar words.

Reading and Literature:

· Demonstrate an understanding of characterization, setting, plot, and theme.
· Recognize various genres including fiction, non-fiction, biographies, autobiographies, letters, plays, poetry, folk tales, and myth origins.

· Recognize and use simile, metaphor, personification, alliteration, and onomatopoeia.
· Use table of content, glossary, and index.
Composition:

· Write a 5 paragraph essay using all steps of the writing process / compose summaries.
Mythology:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Come to understand how the ancient Greeks lived through a study of their culture, life, and customs.

· Gain an understanding of the Greek creation myth and the origin of the Olympian gods.

· Study the various major gods and goddesses of the Greek pantheon; in particular, students will learn their roles, symbols, and Roman counterparts.

· Read many myths and complete assignments that demonstrate their growing understanding of each god.

· Come to understand how to properly define Norse mythology.

· Learn the similarities and differences between Norse and Greek mythology.

· Study the major Norse gods and their characteristics.

· Come to understand the ancient Egyptian way of life.

· Learn the characteristics and responsibilities of the major Egyptian deities.

· Explore the Egyptian creation myths and burial ceremonies as a means of gaining understanding the ancient Egyptian lifestyle.

Math:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Know multiplication facts through 12s.
· Understand fractions as a part of a whole and be able to label a fraction on a number line.
· Use decimals as they relate to money and write decimals between 0 and 1, up to 100ths.
· Add and subtract up to 5 digit numbers.
· Divide up to three digit whole number with a single digit divisor.
· Round whole numbers through 100,000.
· Multiply up to three digit by two digit numbers.
· Recognize odd, even, factors, and multiples.
· Solve problems involving proportional relationships (if four apples cost $.80, they cost $.20 each).
· Determine values of variables in simple equations.
· Describe, model, draw, compare, and classify two and three dimensional shapes.
· Identify terms such as symmetry, congruent, right/obtuse/acute angles, intersecting lines, parallel/perpendicular lines.

· Find area and perimeter of shapes.
· Use ordered pairs to graph, locate identify points and describe points.
· Compute elapsed time.
· Identify and use appropriate English and metric units and tools to measure length, area, volume, temperature, and perimeter.
· Find the possible outcomes for simple probability / combinations and elapsed time.
· Collect and organize data and identify appropriate ways to display.
· Construct tables, bar graphs, circle graphs, pictographs, line graphs, and tallies.
Music:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Perform simple scales on an Orff instrument.

· Sing major scales using solfege.

· Perform a classical piece of music in 4/4 time using an Orff instrument.
· Perform a complex piece of music using compound time such as 3/2, 3/4, or 5/4.

· Identify the melodic history of modern American music, such as pop and hip-hop.

· Identify how instrument technology has changed American music over time.

· Demonstrate how availability of instruments dictates musical style in a geographic setting.

Visual Arts:

Art students in Fourth Grade are prepared for in-depth art studies in the areas of color, design, collage, and Art History. Art concepts and techniques will provide the students with the necessary tools to put imagination and personal expression into visual terms. During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

· Understand and use the art elements: line, shape, color, form, texture, and space.
· Understand the properties of color.
· Understand and use the art principles: contrast, rhythm, balance, variety, unity, and emphasis.
· Create art work in a variety of 2-D and 3-D media.
· Express thoughts, feelings, and ideas through proper use of the elements and principles.
· Identify the work and artistic styles of noteworthy master artists.
· Demonstrate proper care and use of a variety of art materials.
· Discuss their own artwork and the artwork of others.
Technology:

During the course of the year, the Fourth Grade student will:

Basic Operations

· Demonstrate beginning steps of using available hardware and applications, log into a computer, connect/disconnect, open files.

· Use basic keyboarding skills, introducing home row.

· Use developmentally  appropriate media/technology resources to support learning.

Productivity and Presentation

· Use the toolbar to change font in a word document, insert and size documents.

· Create power point projects to support classroom work, using prior knowledge and skills to create a final project.

Research Tools

· Locate, evaluate and collect information from a variety of sources, with teacher assistance and supervision.

· Use basic technology to navigate the Internet.

Ethics, Classroom, Health and Safety

· Respect ownership of another's work.

· Abide by school rules for appropriate use of technology.

· Follow school rules for safe and ethical Internet use.
