Library / Media:

During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:
· Learn the proper organization of a library including knowledge of the Dewey Decimal system.

· Learn how to properly care for library materials including the responsibility of borrowing and returning materials.

· Ask questions, listen to the ideas of others, and contribute information or ideas in group discussions. (ELA Standard 2)

· Listen to different types of rhyming poetry locating the rhyming words and the rhythm. (ELA Standard 14)

· Listen to a variety of myth and other traditional narratives (folktales fairy tales) and learn about their country of origin. (ELA Standards 9, 16)

· Learn the difference between fiction and nonfiction materials and the appropriate uses of each. (ELA Standard 12, 13)
Technology:

Technology is introduced in the early grades as an exploratory concept and skill.  These skills that are introduced will develop in elementary grades and will be mastered in middle and high school.  During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:
Basic Operations

· Demonstrate beginning steps of using available hardware and applications, turning on the computer, launching a program, and using a pointing device such as a mouse.

· Identify that icons are symbols used to signify a command, file, or application.
· Identify, locate, and use letters, numbers, and special keys.
· Demonstrate the ability to use tools in an age-appropriate paint program.
Word Processing and Desktop Publishing

· Use age appropriate word processing to write, edit, insert, and size graphics.
Ethics, Classroom, Health and Safety

· Respect ownership of another's work.
· Abide by school rules for appropriate use of technology.
· Understand the leaning value between curriculum and technology.
· Respect the computer and equipment (headphones and mouse).

English Language Arts (ELA):
During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:

Language:

· Sort common words into various classifications.
· Describe common objects.
· Express spatial and temporal relationships.
· Identify correct capitalization for names and places.
· Identify appropriate end marks.
Reading and Literature:

· Continue to gain the skills to read at grade level.
· Identify upper- and lowercase letters.
· Recognize that words are separated by spaces and sentences are made up of separate words.
· Demonstrate orally that phonemes exist.
· Understand that words are made up of one or more syllables.
· Recognize and produce rhyming words.
· Identify initial, medial, and final sounds of a word.
· Blend sounds to make words.
· Recognize letter-sound matches by naming and identifying each letter of the alphabet.
· Use letter-sound matches to decode simple words.
· Identify formal and informal language in stories, poems, and plays.
· Know how to handle and turn pages of a book.
· Identify cover and title page.
· Recognize directionality of print.
· Make predictions using prior knowledge, pictures, and text.
· Retell a main event from a story.
· Ask questions about the important characters, setting, and events.
· Identify a regular beat and similarities of sounds in words in responding to rhythm and rhyme in poetry.
· Identify familiar forms of tradition literature.
· Compare and contrast text (real vs fantasy).
Composition:

· Draw pictures and/or use letters or phonetically spelled words to tell a story or give others information.
· Dictate sentences for a story, letter, or directions and collaborate to put the sentences in order.
· Use a variety of forms or genres when writing for different purposes.
· Print upper- and lowercase letters.
· Arrange events in order when writing or dictating.
Math:
During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:

· Match quantities to ten with numerals and words.
· Count by 1’s to 20.
· Count by 5’s to 50.
· Count by 10’s to 50.
· Identify ordinal numbers up to 5th.
· Understand concepts of whole and half.
· Compare objects using appropriate language.
· Identify US coins by name.
· Model and solve addition problems to ten and related subtraction facts using object and drawings.
· Estimate the number of objects in a group and verify results.
· Identify and sort objects by attributes.
· Identify, reproduce, describe, and extend repeating patterns.
· Name, describe, sort, and draw simple two-dimensional shapes.
· Name and compare three-dimensional shapes.
· Identify positions of objects in space, and use appropriate language to describe and compare their relative positions.
· Recognize and compare the attributes of length, volume, capacity, weight, area, and time using appropriate language.
· Make and use estimates of measurements from everyday experience.
· Use nonstandard units to measure length, area, weight, and capacity.
· Collect, sort, organize, and draw conclusions about data using concrete objects, pictures, numbers, and graphs.
Music:

During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:

· Sing with awareness a sequence of sounds moving from high to low, low to high and solo singing.

· Enunciate familiar songs with emphasis on diction.

· Describe and respond to basic elements of music including beat, tempo, rhythm, pitch, melody and dynamics.

· Respond to cues from a conductor with emphasis on tempo and notation on an Orff instrument.

· Repeat light and clear headed voices to familiar songs.

· Identify similarities and differences between music genres through vocal recognition and movement.

· Adapt simple story forms into song through the use of ostinato.

· Sign songs in simple AB and ABA form using rounds and ostinato.

Visual Arts:

Art students in Kindergarten become acquainted with a variety of materials and basic art concepts.  They also receive an introduction to Art History.  During the course of the year, students in Kindergarten will:
· Recognize primary and secondary colors.
· Recognize warm and cool colors.
· Explore shape and line through drawing, painting and collage.
· Develop fine motor skills.
· Draw and paint from memory, observation, and imagination.
· Examine culture and history through artwork.
Mythology:

During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:

· Learn to define the literary genre of nursery rhymes.
· Explore through literature life on a farmyard.
· Gain understanding of the fall season and pumpkins.
· Learn about arachnids and learn to distinguish them from insects.
· Gain understanding of the winter season and hibernation.
· Come to understand the elements of character, setting, and plot (as presented in nursery rhymes).
· Use rhyming aids in nursery rhymes to assist them in the study of mathematics.
· Reinforce their math skills through a study of telling time, patterns, shapes, and numbers.
Physical Education:

During the course of the year, the Kindergarten student will:

· Develop spatial awareness in a social setting.

· Understand personal space with respect to others.
· Identify responsible behaviors in a social environment.

· Apply basic level movement concepts and gross motor skills

· Understand the meaning of sharing physical education supplies and respecting other’s use of supplies.

· Identify the affects of exercise on one’s overall health.
· Understand that physical activities provide opportunity for enjoyment, challenge and self-expression.
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
